Depart for Dubrovnik, Croatia. 43
Day 2| Dubrovnik, Croatia

Upon arrival, transfer to the pier and board

Uncover the island’s highlights, including
the Renaissance cathedral and a timeworn
community theater. Walk up to the 16th-century
Spanjola Fortress for views of the old town, Pakleni
islands and turquoise waters stretching beyond.

Day 5| Trogir | Sibenik

Discovery: Trogir. Fall under the spell of Trogir,
a well-preserved Romanesque-Gothic town. See
the Cathedral of St. Lawrence, the intricate Cipiko
Palace and the Fortress Kamerlengo, built in

the 15th-century. Plus, admire the Benedictine
Monastery, founded by St. lvan of Trogir.

Travel to Sibenik, Croatia’s third-largest city.

eCultural Sibenik. Uncover the city’s storied
architecture at the Cathedral of St. James, one of
Europe’s most significant monumental churches.

Settle in the sunshine for an afternoon of sailing.
Day 6| Zadar

Discovery: Zadar. This storied university town
features the impressive Roman Forum and the
Church of St. Donatus. Witness the village’s
modern attractions at its waterfront promenade,
including the Sea Organ, a musical art installation.

Old town, Trogir

Listen to its sweet melody, fueled by the ebb
and flow of the sea’s currents. Nearby is the
Monument to the Sun, which celebrates
Zadar’s incredible sunsets.

Day 7| Rab Island

Set off cruising this morning. Watch as lovely
islands, coves and azure seas unfold before you.
You may see dolphins and other marine life, too!
Discovery: Rab Island. Visit Rab for a tour of the
island’s many marvels, from medieval walls and
ancient stone lanes to bell towers and pretty
squares.

Wander planked walkways and trails amid

a fragrant forest of beech and pine. The area

is also home to nearly 160 species of birds

and numerous plant species.

After a lunch of regional dishes, continue to
Zagreb. Check in to the Esplanade Zagreb Hotel.

Day 10 | Zagreb

Enrichment: Contemporary Croatia. Join a
local expert to gain an understanding of recent
events that have shaped modern Croatia.
Discovery: Zagreb Panoramic Tour.

Zagreb weaves European elegance with a
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vivacious Balkan spirit. After a panoramic tour
of the lower town, drive to Mirogoj Cemetery,
designed by architect Hermann Bollé. Tour

the cemetery, then return to Zagreb’s beautifully
preserved upper town, home to wonderful
Austro-Hungarian architecture and more
treasures by Bollé, including The Cathedral

of Assumption and St. Mark’s Church. Originally
erected in the 13th century, the church’s mosaic
roof depicts the Croatian, Dalmatian and Slavic
coats of arms, plus those of Zagreb.

Day 11| Zagreb

Free Time: Make your own discoveries

in Zagreb today or join the elective excursion to
Croatia’s countryside. If you stay in town, visit the
Museum of Broken Relationships or sample
honey and fruits at the farmer’s markets.

Travel to
Klanjec to visit the Antun Augustincic Museum
and Gallery. See some of the artist’s works and
learn about his life before continuing to Kumrovec
near the Sulta River. The village features an
open-air museum with houses from the end of
the 19th century and the beginning of the 20th
century.
