Country #1

population is well educated and very aware of world conditions and opinions. The royal

family has been in power for centuries and the country’s prime ambassador is well-respected

world wide as a shrewd negotiator.

Country #2

edge of poverty; they have very little health care and an inadequate educational system. Their economy is based international establishment of low cost production facilities for export. The leadership of this recently formed democratic nation believes that, as citizens of the world, its people deserve the wealth from the seas as much as anyone else. They have no military strength besides a nominal internal police force. The ambassadors realize that their main power comes from having a vote of equal weight to each of the other countries represented at the conference and believe they can use this as a bargaining chip.

Country #3 is a small island country that depends on fishing for its livelihood. The nation

has a small military used mostly to patrol its fishing grounds. The government has warned

other countries that it considers a two-hundred mile fishing zone around the island as a part

of its sovereignty and has had frequent disputes with nearby island countries over fishing

rights.

Country #4 is a middle-sized island country that has a powerful navy. The country has a

two hundred year history of colonizing new lands. As many of these lands have become

independent countries, the nation has seen its power base erode. It currently has technical

superiority to most other world powers, but feels it must make the sea a free economic zone

so that companies from the nation can make use of the oceans and return the profit to the

country via high taxes on these companies.

Country #5 is a large coastal country with few good ports to support its underdeveloped,

principally agricultural and limited industrial economy. However, the country has spent a

great proportion of its people’s resources on military hardware and has a powerful navy.

The country believes it has the potential to become a world power in the next decade.

Observers of this country view its ambassador’s performance at the conference paramount

to the stability of those in power. If the ambassador gives up too much, as judged by the

country’s leaders, they may be exiled or worse. However, if they act as states persons and

lead the world to some consensus, they will most likely return as heros and gain the respect

and loyalty of all citizens of the nation. Statesmanship and being perceived as world leaders

is highly valued by the citizens, even at the expense of the needs and desires of their country.

They believe that having the respect of the world for their representatives is important if

their dreams of becoming a world power are to materialize.
