This report references the 2024 “First Destination” survey,
a standardized tool capturing where students land six
months post-graduation. The survey collects data on
employment, graduate school enrollment and other
metrics, providing a snapshot of initial career and
educational achievements. This six-month marker is
chosen to reflect a crucial transition period, allowing a
focused analysis of graduates’ immediate post- collegiate
experiences while acknowledging the limitation of
capturing outcomes only within this timeframe.
